Issues Grouped by Subject Area
Buses (including Guided Bus)

· Access to train station (Cambridge) Bus service direct to Cambridge station

· Bus service reliability

· Buses only serve the main perimeter routes (Milton Road/Kings Hedges) – lack of service to site extremities (eg. St Johns Innovation Park) and Science Park ring road,

· Buses - park and ride. Not frequent enough or late enough to tempt  commuters who lives in the centre of Cambridge to use them.
· Service between Cambourne and Cambridge (Citi 4) has a ridiculous indirect route taking this commuter 2 hours each way. Also there is not a single stop in Upper Cambourne which adds a further 20-25 minute walk to their journey.
· Citi 6 bus to Girton very often did not turn up resulting in an expensive taxi home.
· A bus round the CSP would be helpful especially as the walk from the guided bus at CRC station to their office on the CSP could be a long one dependant on location.
· Group discounts for TP+ Area users and students on CGB, or promotional offers?

· Public transport ticket discounts

Car Club
· Car club/street car
Car Parking on Site

· Inconsiderate parking across site.
Cycling

· Road round the science park is in poor repair, with potholes etc. This especially affects cyclists. It needs repairing and/or a cycle lane put in where the grass is now. 
· Improvements to cycle routes (eg. road surface, dedicated routes, signage, routes shared with cars)

· Official cycle map sometimes conflicts with actual signage / markings.
· Short cycle-way on the Business Park that runs from part way into Cowley Road to Trinity House near to CSR. Because it doesn't start from Milton Road end it only seems to rarely get used by cyclists. As the cycle refuges are marked on both sides of the traffic calming humps on the road in anyway most cyclists are likely to use the road here. (Or occasionally a minority use the footpath if riding correctly would put them on the wrong side of the road for the building they want to get to).
· Lack of covered cycle racks and shelters

· Inconsiderate Roadworks - cones in the cycle lane on a narrow and dangerous part of Kings Hedges Road  and "advance" notices that appear on the day 

· Science Park Kerbs - some (newer?) kerbs are low while others are high and so there is not a consistent cycle route round.

· Cycle Parking - also suffers from high kerbs and sometimes not enough and/or easy for visitors (eg: where the meeting was last month).
Walking

· I believe some of the nearby shared footpath and cycleways, that don’t have a painted dividing line, are mostly too narrow and are confusingly marked out.

· Pedestrian access to sites across CGB, improve and better high level pedestrian signals

· Guided Bus / Pedestrian Gates - the recent works have left awkward turns into and out the Science Park at both ends

Car Sharing

· Promotion of car sharing across TP+ site, how to build contacts?
Road Access

· Speeding on Science Park ring road
· Traffic lanes from the Milton roundabout into the City. One for Cowley Road and City, two for the Science Park and they are always empty! It causes long tail backs plus cars use the Science Park lanes and then try to push in further down.
· Lanes from the A14 East bound into Cambridge at Milton Roundabout. Again everyone uses the right hand lane causing long tailbacks on the A14 which is dangerous and lots of queue jumping at the roundabout. This particular commuter says its used to work fine before they changed the lane layout.
· Schemes to discourage access by road

· The A14 and the new project of improvements will affect commuters / car-sharers until complete – so provision of latest info. during works.

· A14 congestion/crashes – access to information
Information

· Access and distribution of travel information (eg. timetables, routes, service availability, etc)

· Housing developments (ie. significant new developments in surrounding area will impact on congestion and site accessibility) – Access to information on plans

· Signage – cycling routes, bus routes
