Local Bus Departure Times by Internet or mobile

www.cambridgeshirebus.info is a new Internet bus departure time information service. Users can access travel information easily and conveniently from their desk PC or on the move from their laptop. There are four search facilities; by postcode, SMS code, map image and points of interest. Searching by map image brings up Google mapping that allows the user to drill down to street level. Clicking on a bus stop flag will show bus times for that particular stop. Bus departure times are shown in real time in minutes or by timetable in 24-hour clock.

www.cambridgeshire.gov.uk/transport/bus_timetables will take the user directly to the bus information pages on the Cambridgeshire County Council website. There information can be found on bus services by town or village and bus timetables by bus number. Traveline (www.traveline.info) or Transport Direct (www.transportdirect.info) offers national and local travel information along with travel bulletins for all public transport and highways maintenance. Traveline can also be reached on 0871 200 22 33.
Bus information can also be sent directly to a mobile. 

· Text the eight-letter bus stop code (for example CMBDADAP) to 85007. The eight-letter code can be found on www.cambridgeshirebus.info; from Traveline (online at www.traveline.info or call 0871 200 22 33); or on many bus stop flags.

· Should you require timetable information for a specific service, simple add the service number to the end of the bus stop code, for example CMBDADAP 7. You must insert a space between the code and the bus number.

· Bus timetable information for the next scheduled departures from that stop will be sent to mobile within a few seconds (standard rates apply).
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
