The Transport Commission Report on the County's congestion proposals was published 
yesterday (21st July). The thrust of its main recommendation is that the County seek 
funding for the proposed £500million of investment in transport before considering the 
need for a congestion charge for Cambridge. TfW was pleased to see that the travel 
planning efforts of employers got very favourable mention in the report.  
 
One of the other Commission recommendations is the setting up of a 'Transport 
Partnership for Cambridgeshire' to develop, amongst other issues, travel planning with 
employers. The County Council will now consider its response to the report. We'll keep 
you posted. 
 
Other breaking news at TfW is that we will shortly be sadly saying good bye to Gary 
Armstrong who in the last year has made himself invaluable in the TfW team. The good 
news is that I shall be welcoming Gary to his new role as Travel Plan coordinator for the 
TRAVEL PLAN PLUS  project. So he's not going far! (see below for more detail). 
 
With Summer hols upon us we will probably not be issuing a newsletter in August so 
may I take this opportunity to wish you a well deserved break if you're going away. I 
hope to see many of you applying for our Travel Plan Awards  in the autumn.

Transport Commission Findings 
 

 

 

The final verdict of the independent Transport Commission was announced at a special 
public meeting on 21 July. The Commission, headed by Sir Brian Briscoe has been 
gathering evidence on the transport and congestion problems in and around Cambridge 
since January. It has also been assessing Cambridgeshire County Council's bid for 
Transport Innovation Fund, including congestion charging. It has sifted through 
thousands of pages of evidence, heard from over 1000 local residents via an online 
survey and directly from over 100 witnesses at 15 public hearings around the county.

Cycle Hoops

An innovative £290,000 programme to improve cycle parking in Cambridge is currently 
underway as part of an ambitious £7.2 million scheme to get people on their bikes. 
Cambridge is the first place that cycle hoops are being installed outside of London and 
is a new, form of cycle parking, which makes use of existing street signposts by 
converting them into cycle stands suitable for up to two bikes. Made from robust steel, 
the cycle hoop clamps onto existing signposts and does not require concreting or drilling 
into the pavement. They have already been installed outside the University Arms Hotel, 
Station Road, Mill Road (2), and Anglia Ruskin University.
