CAMSHARE IS A GIFT FOR CAMBS CAR SHARERS

Four lucky car commuters have won top prizes in a special CamShare competition by simply looking for someone to share their journey to work with.

CamShare, Cambridgeshire’s on-line car sharing scheme, run by the Travel for Work Partnership (TfW) organised the competition to encourage more people to look into the benefits of car sharing.
