The TRAVEL PLAN PLUS (TP+) project – great news!
Employers have clubbed together to promote TP+ to their staff in order to save money AND carbon on their journey to work! 

TP+ is an exciting European funded project that will join Cambridge’s Business Park, Regional College, Science Park, St John’s Innovation Centre and Taylor Vinters solicitors in a network working together to ensure more sustainable travel to the area.

Many organizations in Cambridgeshire benefit their staff by having workplace travel plans, but others are yet to look at travel issues. By managing many initiatives in a network TP+ will make travel plans as effective, efficient and coordinated as possible.

The first ‘on the ground’ step in the initiative is already completed with the appointment of Gary Armstrong* as Travel Plan Coordinator for the TP+ project.  Gary’s first job is to get the Commuter Centre at the Cambridge Science Park Innovation Centre up and running.  The Centre will support employers and their commuting staff across the site, providing not just support for employer travel plans but a practical drop-in ‘shop’ to obtain travel advice, timetables, maps and hopes to look at selling public transport tickets in future. 
Gary said: “I am really looking forward to working with employers on this innovative project and to helping staff travel more healthily, cheaply and sustainably. If employers have any questions or queries on the project please contact me!”
The first meeting of TP+, hosted by Genzyme Therapeutics Ltd, saw the project’s steering group tabled and offered an opportunity for partners to get to grips with the aims and objectives of the scheme.  Funding for the project has come from the EU, The Highways Agency, EEDA and Cambridgeshire Horizons.  
Mark Webb, TP+ Project Manager said, “We are delighted with the way the project has attracted funding from key agencies in the area.  This money, together with a sizable grant from Section 106 planning contributions, has meant we are able to look much further ahead than we had previously imagined.”  He added, “At this rate area travel plans will become the way ahead for all employers in the region by the end of the decade!”
