TRAVEL PLAN PLUS (TP+) Meeting

Summary from the breakout session:

The objective of the breakout session was to consider travel to and for work issues facing employers across the TP+ area and to specifically identify the:
Good Things:

· Access to A14 and other main roads

· Access to sites (since implemented improvements to Milton Road junctions)

· Car parking availability

· Convenient Park & Ride 

· Cycling friendly (eg. route availability and flat)

· Informal car sharing

· New access mode via “busway”

· Proximity of bus stops

Bad Things:

· A14 congestion/crashes

· Access by road – encourages car travel

· Access to train station (Cambridge)
· Bus service reliability
· Buses only serve the main perimeter routes (Milton Road/Kings Hedges) – lack of service to site extremities (eg. St Johns Innovation Park) and Science Park ring road,
· Cycling unfriendly (eg. road surface, routes shared with cars) 

· Housing developments (ie. significant new developments in surrounding area will impact on congestion and site accessibility)

· Lack of covered cycle racks

· Signage – cycling routes, bus routes 

· Speeding on Science Park ring road

Priorities (to be considered by TP+ steering group):

· Access and distribution of travel information (eg. timetables, routes, service availability, etc)

· Bus service direct to Cambridge station
· Development of Chesterton train station

· Improved bus signage

· Improvements to cycle routes (eg. road surface, dedicated routes, signage)
· Public transport ticket discounts

· Promotion of car sharing
